PE and School Sport

The aim of PE & School Sport funding is to help improve the quality of PE lessons as well as providing increased opportunities for children to actively engage in a range of sporting activities both for enjoyment and at a competitive level too. It is up to the school to decide how to spend the money to improve the quality and breadth of the PE and sport provision. Consultations are made with the PE lead, PE link governor, senior leadership team and the school sports committee. This might include: increasing participation in competitive sports, encouraging all children to lead healthy, active lifestyles and to improve the quality first teaching of PE within the curriculum.

There are 5 key indicators that schools should expect to see improvement across:
· the engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity - the Chief Medical Officer guidelines recommend that all children and young people aged 5 to 18 engage in at least 60 minutes of physical activity a day, of which 30 minutes should be in school

· the profile of PE and sport is raised across the school as a tool for whole-school improvement

· increased confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport

· broader experience of a range of sports and activities offered to all pupils

· increased participation in competitive sport
