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Mathematics  – Pupils will develop a fluency in their maths skills, practising rapid and accurate recall with varied opportunities to apply to problems. Pupils will reason mathematically using mathematical language and solve problems. 


Autumn term will primarily focus on these areas:


Number: place value


Number: Addition & subtraction, multiplication & division


Fractions


Multiplication tables & mental arithmetic


Home support: confident times tables knowledge.





PSHE


Relationships plus use of daily news to reflect on current issues in the world.


Class Rules, school councils, friendships & respect for others in class, how to be a good friend, resolving friendship issues, family units managing loneliness & unhappiness. We will focus on anti-bullying including online bullying for a focus fortnight. Safe relationships will be explored including, online privacy, secrets and surprises, feeling pressure or worry, respecting others and sharing, different cultures.





Geography - Explorers


Through case studies of significant explorers and places, children will:


Explore Eastern Europe, North and South America plus other areas of the world


develop their map skills (including grid references) plus their knowledge of longitude, latitude, co-ordinates and indexes. Children’s knowledge in identifying places will develop.


explore physical & human geographical features including rivers & mountains including a visit to a local river with a focus on what we can learn through fieldwork.


develop their analytical skills by comparing areas of the UK with areas outside of the UK using a range of data.


learn about the different types of mountains.


use fieldwork to observe, measure, record and present





Science  – Pupils work scientifically by asking questions, observing systematically, performing practical enquiries, recording, reporting, evaluating and concluding their findings using scientific explanations and evidence which link back to the enquiry focus; analysing the outcomes. 


Opportunities to gain scientific knowledge and conceptual understanding:


Earth & Space


- Pupils study our solar system, learning about the relative movements of the planets and the Moon and relating these to the way we experience the Sun and the Moon on Earth.  They carry out some research into planets and investigate the way meteorites have shaped the surface of the Moon.


Electricity 


Pupils build on their learning from LKS2 to learn more about circuits, including how to use recognised symbols to represent circuits.  They investigate how to change the amount of electricity flowing round a circuit, looking at how different components affect the flow of electricity and at the difference that the length and thickness of wires can make.  They learn about series and parallel circuits and they use their knowledge of electricity to build games that use electric circuits.





RE


What is the Buddhist Way of Life? 


An exploration of the key beliefs in Buddhism, including significant people, stories, places and artefacts. Children will learn about meditation and reflect on their own beliefs.


Is God real?


Children will be challenged to consider this question from a range of perspectives including Christianity, developing respect of differences and appreciation of others’ beliefs Skills in reasoning and debating will be promoted through this topic.
