With pictures face down, fold 
on both diagonal lines. Unfold.

Once again, fold all corners to 
the centre.

Fold all four corners to 
the centre.

Fold paper in half and unfold.

Turn paper over. Fold in half from top to 
bottom. Do not unfold.

Slide thumbs and forefingers under the squares. Try spelling a word from this 
week’s list that matches the clue or challenge as you move the fortune teller 

back and forth. Open the flap in the middle to check your idea.
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Try spelling all 
of this week’s 

spellings.
